Dr. Northrop’s Lecture.

~ The'lecture on “Memory,” given in the
Academy Hall last Friday evening by
Dr. Northrop, was fairly well attended
by the people of Andover, but especially
so by the Academy boys. As Miss
McKean desired that the mcmbers of
Abbot Academy shonld also hear the
lecture, and it seemed unnecessary to
have it delivesed twice in Andover, our

.. Faculty thought best.to. make_arrange-
ments whereby all might hear it at the
same time. Notwithstanding, the at-
tendance of young ladies from the Fem.
Sem. was very poor; there being not
enough to fill the seats reserved for
them.

The speaker was introduced in a few
words by Professor Coy, a few minutes
after “the time set, and for an hour or
more entertained his audience with a
lecture which, though not following any
special line of argument, was interesting,
and contained several amusing illustra-
tions of certain points in the discourse,
and wound up with a good practical talk
on how the memory may best be im-
proved. The lecturer spoke of memory
as being capable of the highest cultiva-
tion of all the faculties of the mind; and,
of course, as being especially impres-
sionable in early youth, when more of
detail can be remembered. He gave as
an illustration a reminiscence of a legis-
lator, who having spent an hour or
more in preparing sums on paper,
brought them with him to & school exhi-

the facility with which young foieigners
brought up in this country learn to s) eak
English fluently, and wvice versa), he
strongly recommends the habit of fast
reading, because it not only increases
one’s vocabulary, but also quickness of
thought and perception; which is seen in
the readiness with which proof-readers
detect the slightest error in spelling or
punctuation. He also thinks that pro-
ficiency in the use of one’s own language

Tis superior to any other accomplishment,

and that “in all languages the adjective
is the most graphic part of speech. He
gave uas an example of the excessive

amusing incident of a party of girls from
a fashionable boarding-school, with whom
everything was ¢ perfectly " splendid.”
And so fixed had the habit become that
one of them, when offered five dollars
if she could refrain from using the ex-
pression._for _a certain_ length of time,
declared that the only way she could
win it was by keeping still; but even
then she lost it, through the admiration
excited by some <“splendid” West Point
cadets. =

As regards mnemonics, Dr. Northrop
is inclined to think that us a general
rule there is more cramming than any-
thing else in them; and hence they do
not furnish good mental discipline,
which is more to be desired in youth
than furniture for the mind. Whatever
disciplines the mind fits it for retaining
knowledge.

As a means of training the memory,
Dr. Northrop suggests developing the
senses as much as possible; looking at
words, for instance, so intently as to
impress their appearance sv ineffageably
on the retina that it will be unnecessary
to look at them a-second time. Many
artists paint from memory alone the
scenes which have at some time so im-
pressed the retina as to be remembered
even in detail.

As regards the greatest obstacle to

and inappropriate use of adjectives am-

of thefaculties; and the ability to fix
one’s mind absolutely upon one subject
for a length of time is the secret of in-
tellectual power.

Dr. Northrop considers the life of a
student to be one of the healthiest of
occupations; and as a rule the best
scholars are the healthiest. In this
connection he strongly recommends
walking, sitting and carrying one’s self

ercct, at all times and in all places, as’

one of the best means of preserving the
health. -

Returning to the subject, the speaker
said that many people-think there is
danger of taxing the memory: but such
is not the case. The capacity of the
memery is practically limitless: yet at
the same time no faculty is impaired so
quickly by neglect or misuse. Get into
the habit of trusting the memory, and it
will rarely fail you, -

_ The address,_which_was_enjoyable and .

instructive to all who heard it, was closed
shortly after nine o’clock. The lecture
itself was excellent, though perhaps not
quite so concise and relevant to the main
subject at every point as one would have
preferred.

Prof. John Clarkson, who has won a

of Prof Cooke of that university, which
of the study of chemﬁstry in colleges,
and indirectly drawing the attention of
the reader to the increase during the
last half century of the number of sub-
jects that are included in the regular
college courses.

Prof. Cooke wishes to Luild an addition
to the Agassiz Muscum for the minera-
logical collection, which is one of the
best in the country, and then refit Boyls-
ton Hall, which could be made to accom-
modate five hundred men.
