Cobb explained that
the committee chose the Ryley Room
because of its “‘central location on campus
and easy food supply lines from
Commons.”

"Lne tenter will be managed by Andover
resident Linda "Duarte, assisted by Cobb
and his wife and 'a board of student
governors. The center, however, will be run
entirely by student volunteers and work
duty crews.

The Ryley Room will provide snack bar
service between meals from 9-11:30 a.m.

President-Elect last Monday spoke 'to several
lmndted people crammed shoulder to shoulder
below, the ‘podium at the, National Museum of
American History. “Once you're throligh here -
folks, you‘ll have to move along - We've ~
“already had 15, 000 people through here, and -
I've .been told. that there are 10, 000 more
people’ still 'waiting outside.” .’

Many of the guests had waited for more than’
a half hour on Constitution Avenue to show

police. For up to an hour. after entering the

museum, they had been routed through a
deceiving maze of exhibits, escalators, “and
champagne and hors d’oeuvres tables before
reaching the canopied platform that George
Bush would speak from.

Every 7 :minutes throughout the evening,
when a different group of several hundred
guests would jam into the small viewing area, a
barber-shop quartet sang about George Bush.

Then, with-sincerity and
enthusiasm, George Bush delivered the same
remarks he had ‘given to guests at 7 minute
intervals for "almost four hours straight.

Although - George . Bush .repeated the ‘same _

framework of comments 30 times in a row,
each time seemed like. the first.

Vice President George Bush is an
exceptional politician; charismatic, engaging,
vibrant. He can make any occasion seem
important, but still feel at ease with others, and
make others feel at ease with him. That is his
style. His manner and charm impressed
thousands at the Vice President’s reception.
The same poise and social grace, the same
sincerity, were also displayed in a brief
Phillipian interview on January 10th, when the
Vice President was on campus to receive a
Fuess Award for distinguished public service.

Bush discussed the importance of his
education at Andover and his experiences in
some of the most important posmons of public
service.

In the living room of Phelps House, home of
Headmaster Ted Sizer, Bush noted that it was
“‘great to be back at Andover.” He commented
that he has only realized the significance of his

education at Andover after being away from it

for several ju:ars; “The school meant a lot to
me,-and I think it will to -everyone else.

- Sometimes it’s hard to focus on it until you get

away from it; though.”

*I think my time at Andover contributed in
funny ways, friéndships and some .of those
things, in my subsequent education and ,later
life. Many binding ties were formed here.”

Bush, who pointed. out that he was still a -

member of the Board of Trustees, although
“not- ah- actively involved” Trustee, has one
particularly clear memory of this time at
Andover; duting an important tlme in
American history.

“I'll never forget the time I was walking

across the vista - I remember the place, and the
guy I was with, my roommate, George Warren.
We heard the United States had been
attacked. It was Sunday, December 7. The
impact on the campus was like the impact on
the country; at first you couldn’t believe it,
secondly, there was a coming together - it was
instantly unifying. ” Six days after his
graduation in June, on his eighteenth birthday,
Bush enlisted in the U.S. Air Force.

After the war. Bush moved to Texas, where

he was ‘““a part of the private sector.” He
explained-that he “had 1o build somethmg, fill
a pay roll. At that time oil drilling was a very
innovative business - at this time it's very
commonplace.”

In. his career of public service, Bush said
there was no single post or one moment in his
work that stood out in his memory. Rather, the
Vice President found each office he held
offered its own rewards, and its own difficuities
and complexities.

In '1972 Bush faced serious polmcal .

problem eader of the Republican Party. ‘I
remembérﬁbﬁ:vg to hold the Party together in
the end of the Watergate episode - a real rough
period in our-country’s history. At that time,
very few people wanted to be associated with
the Republican Party,” Bush said. “It is
memorable, if not pleasureable, only because
you were trying to do something reasonably
important.”

“The China question at the United “Nations
was a major focus on that body and on my own
role in'the proceedings,”” Bush remarked about

- his time as U.N. Ambassador. “That whole

diplomatic initiative, the question of the

India-Pakistan war, were memorable also.” .

Bush commented that he. aysumed’
leadership during one of the Agency’s most
unpopular periods. ‘*‘Going to the Central
Intelligence Agency when- there was a total
misperception in the American people’s eyes of
what the Agency was, whether it was 1mportant

_or not, whether the excesses and abuses

outweighed all of the. very important and

- highly significant good things that good, strong

intelligence accomplishes. It was a very
difficult time iA the whole publrc relations

. aspect of that, not to.mentjon the professional

aspect .of collecting Intellxgence It was an,

“enormous challenge, although-to descrxbe it,

there’s no one focal point.”

Regarding his - tenure- as - U.S. Envoy to
China, Bush said, “It was a revelation. Five
years ago, why, China was an unknown. We
had been cut off from communications with
China for 25 years or so. The confradictions in

-China became very clear. Everyday there were .

discoveries - little ones, big ones. Discovery
about people, discovery about the differences
in our systems, '
Bush noted that the time spent as a Texan
Congressman was an important learning
experience. He said, “The knowledge of the
institution of Congress is very important. I see
it as very helpful to me in my new role as Vice-
President, because you do preside over the
Senate. The friendships that T mentioned in
relation to Andover are. certainly true in
Congress. A lot” can be accomplished, not

-because someone likes you, and he’ll do it your

way, but because you have some understanding
of others and what it takes to make things
happen.”

Speaking on contemporary issues, particu-
larly those affecting -young: people, Bush’
borrowed a favorite campaign plug. “I think

“that the issues that are vital to students at this

school, and ‘elderly people at old age homes,
are the same. The most important issue, the
economy, which puts people to sleep by the
thousands, is'the number one issue. We've lost
our ability to create, 1r;novate, produce - we've
got to change it. We don’t have any simple
answers to this, but it’s of tremendous interest

to young people. Everybody's life is affected by
_the economy.” )

“The other issue which has lmpact on your
lives is the question of war and peace, of
course, which is a deeply troubling question,”
Bush said. “I am confident, however, that
peace can be preserved and enhanced.”

confidential information about their sons

or daughters.,

Pine Knoll Cluster Dean Susan Lioyd
commented, ‘‘My letter was not an alarm
bell signaling a rule-breaking situation
worse than it has been before.” Lloyd said
that she was prompted to write the letter
because during parents weekend parents
expressed concern about this aspect of

their child’s life.

Paréitil response* to the letters was
great in all four clusters ,

Rabbit Pond Cluster Dean Wendy
Richards said, ‘‘The responses were
absolutely marvelous. They were very
helpful, and I am thankful for parents
taking the time to help me."” Richards said
that she asked parents to talk to their
children over Christmas vacation. She has
received approximately eighty responses
from parents since the holidays.

Flagstaff Cluster Dean Sylvia Thayer
was also enthusiastic, saying,*'l have
received responses from more than half of
the paresits of students in this cluster.”

Robert Wilson, Dean of West Quad
North Cluster, commented, “We were
hoping to get, and we got, .good parental
input. We received more than fifty letters,

.95 percent of which were thoughttully,

carefully written.” Wilson added that
while the responses were enlightening,
“Parents were not ratting on their kids.”

Lloyd’s letter included her estimate that

- 80 percent of the students at Plulhps

Academy experiment with either drugs or
alcohol at least omce a year.

rule-breaking pretty much under control..
Sending out a letter was not my number
one priority, and still doesn’t seem
important.” Stableford added, however,
that he may send out such a letter in the
future -should the need arise.

Abbot Cluster Dean Carroll Bailey said,

significant problem with drugs or
alcohol.”
